Pretend you are visiting 
Baabra’s f ield. Help her 
gather hay and build cozy 
beds. Then MOVE 3.

If you could only eat one food 
for the rest of your life, what 
would it be? Ask another 
player what he or she thinks. 
Both of you MOVE 2.

Say “hello” to your friends 
in Tshiluba, the language 
spoken in the Democratic 
Republic of the Congo: 
WETO. MOVE 2.

Besides leaves, name what 
you wish would grow on trees. 
MOVE 2.

All the friends share Panwapa 
Island’s well water. While you 
wait for your turn to gather 
water, MOVE 1.
