Watching the Video

In the third video story, “Baa 
to the Sun, Sing to the Moon,” 
a sleepy Azibo is awakened by 
Baabra and her lambs as they 
say baa loudly to the sun. It’s 
their family tradition; they baa 
to the sun weekly to say thanks 
for arriving safely on Panwapa. 
But they’re keeping Azibo 
awake! That night, the rest of the 
Panwapa group has their weekly 
sing-along, while Baabra’s lambs 
try to rest. How can everybody 
sleep and still respect one 
another’s traditions? 

•	 Before watching, ask: Do you 
like to sing? When do you sing? 
With whom do you sing? Are some 
songs extra special to you?

•	 During viewing, pause the video 
when Athena asks a question, and 
give children a chance to respond. 

•	 After watching, ask: What 
traditions do you and your family 
observe? Have you seen people 
practising other traditions in your 
community? Describe them.

Upside Down, All Around
Everything is a matter of perspective. 

As Baabra and Azibo learned from their 
respective noisy rituals, the importance of 
things changes depending on your point 
of view. Look at a map or globe together. 
Most world maps are drawn from the 
point of view of early European explorers 
and mapmakers, with the Northern 
Hemisphere at the “top.” Try turning the map 
or globe upside-down or sideways—what are 
children’s reactions? Explain that things 
look different, depending on where you 
are. That is called perspective.

Ask a Grown-Up 
By interviewing someone else,  

children can come to appreciate the 
richness that varied experiences 
contribute to their own lives. They can 
ask a relative or friend: 

•	 Where were you born? How did you 
come to live where you are now? 

•	 How was your childhood then different 
from my life now? What things were 
easier? What things were harder?

•	 What games did you like to play as a 
child? (Play the game together. Then 
teach the game to a friend.) 

•	 What was your favourite holiday?

•	 When you were a child, what did you 
want to be when you grew up?

•	 Please teach me a song or poem  
that you remember from your 
childhood. (Then teach the song or 
poem to a friend.)

•	 What is your favourite food, animal, 
sport, craft, musical instrument, and 
activity? After you get the answers 
to this last set of questions, you 
can make a Panwapa Card for each 
member of your family and bind into 
a family album. (Use the reproducible 
template on page 11 or available online 
at www.panwapa.com.) 
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
